Entry requirements for Distinguished Individual/Youth Award:

1. Entries must arrive by February 1st or the entry will not qualify for a state award.

2. Entries must be typed and submitted ONLY on the regular entry form obtained from ESA Headquarters.

3. States may select a winner; however, any chapter or council may enter their nominee as an eligible entry.  Refer to 'International Award Competition and Philanthropic-Service Guidelines' for details.  This deadline is prior to March 1st of any given year.  The IC DIANA Chair will notify sponsors and their nominees in May as to the status of their entries.

4. Send the Oregon State entry by February 1st to the State Distinguished Individual Chair.
