EDUCATIONAL AWARD & REPORT GUIDELINES
Deadline is April 1st 
AWARDS:
Certificates will be awarded to the First, Second and Third place entries.



In the event of a tie, duplicate certificates will be given.


Chapters presenting six (6) educationals will receive the Gold Link Award.
ENTRY REQUIREMENTS for EDUCATIONAL REPORTS:

1. Entries must be postmarked on or before April 1st or they will be disqualified.
2. The Entry must be typed.  A cover page must include the Chapter name, number, city, state, year, number of members in the chapter, the year’s theme and the Educational Chairman’s name.

3. Complete the outline described on the Educational Report form summarizing the yearly theme, the topic, method of presentation, guest speaker, visual aids, field trips.  Write a brief summary of program.
4. Send three (3) copies, or email the entry to the State Educational Director postmarked no later than April 1.
JUDGING:  Entries will be judged on the following Guideline
