Primary Duty: To publish and distribute the Oregon Grapevine, the Oregon State Council’s official publication. 
With the establishment of the Oregon Website, the Grapevine costs have been considerably decreased. Oregon members have access to the Grapevine issues through the website. These guidelines have been edited to incorporate the new distribution of the Grapevine.  http://www.esaoregon.org. 
GUIDELINES
1. Communication is KEY to the success or failure of any organization and that communication includes vital information, timely reminders, and ‘happenings’ around the state.
2. While the methods have been made faster during recent years those same methods are not much easier because the end product is primarily dependent upon the input of others.  

3. 
The Editor is appointed by the 1st Vice President/President Elect before the State Winter Meeting. A Report must be presented at the Winter Meeting. The term of office will begin on the Sunday of the annual Convention.

4. The Grapevine Editor will:

a. Have the option of appointing an Assistant Editor.
b. Publish a minimum of four (4) issues during the organizational year. Dates shall be determined by the State President and the Editor, keeping in mind timely publications of Bylaw changes, Leadership information, etc.

c. Announce deadlines for submission of articles and information at the State Convention and also publish in the President’s Yearbook.

d. Publish issues within fourteen (14) days following the submission deadline. 
e. Forward an electronic copy to the State Webmaster for posting to the Oregon ESA website 
f. The Oregon Grapevine is available to members via the Oregon website. Hard copies sent by mail are on a subscription basis. 
1) The subscription fee is to be submitted to the State Treasurer. Check about the current fee. 
2) The State President may designate others to receive the Oregon Grapevine at no charge.

g. Give reports at all official State Meetings.

h. Keep an accurate record of all expenditures and submit for audit at the State Convention. 
5. Prepare a bound “book” of all editions of the year’s Grapevines for presentation to the outgoing President at State Convention.
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
