Primary Duty:  to act as liaison between the Chapters in your District and the State. 
GUIDELINES

1. Prepare a written District Officer roster and schedule of the upcoming year’s District meetings for inclusion in the President’s Yearbook. These are to be given to the Corresponding Secretary at State Convention.

2. At every District Meeting, assure that the agenda includes a report on State business and/or upcoming activities. This can be given by you or by a State Officer or Chairman, if in attendance.
3. At each State Meeting, be prepared to provide the date, time, and place of upcoming District Meeting(s). If requested by the President, be prepared to briefly summarize the activities of your District since the last State Meeting.

4. Be prepared to carry your District flag for the opening and closing Flag Ceremonies at the annual Oregon State Council Convention. Bring the District flag, pole, stand and white gloves to Convention for this purpose. The Flag Chairman will be in contact to inform of any special requests such as “dress” etc. 
5. As District President, you are a member of the Nominating Committee which is chaired by the Second Vice President. In that role, encourage District members to consider running for a State office.

6. Encourage members to become active on the State level by accepting Committee appointments.

7. Be aware of when your District is responsible to host the State Convention and, if appropriate to your term, appoint Chairman (should be appointed 2 to 3 years in advance).
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
