
OUTSTANDING MEMBER CHAIRMAN
Be sure to read the General Procedures section of these Guidelines. It contains important information pertaining to all Board positions.
Non-Voting Member of: General Board
Primary Duty: To conduct an Outstanding Member Recognition at State Convention.

GUIDELINES
1. Review the information from the previous Chairman.
2. Review the Outstanding Member Recognition page in the President’s Yearbook and update the information as needed for the new President’s Yearbook.
3. It is recommended that each Chapter submitting a name for Outstanding Member send $10.00. This is used for a memento of the occasion.  
4. Utilize the Grapevine and reports at meetings to encourage Chapters and Districts to recognize their Outstanding Member and to submit the information to you by the April 1st deadline.

5. Prepare the presentation for Convention

a. Consult with the State President regarding place on the agenda, the presentation, time limit, etc.

b. Collect information on Outstanding Members.  Chapters are asked to submit two or three sentences as to why their member is outstanding and to “please be brief”. Reduce their information if needed to keep the presentation timely. 
c. If a member is not in attendance, have someone from her chapter or district pick up the memento at close of the presentation.
The information page in the yearbook states “only Outstanding Members in attendance will be recognized and honored at Convention”.

This would be a decision of the Outstanding Member Chairman.

The information page also states “recognition for only one per Chapter”
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
