Primary Duty:



Shall be responsible for the presentation of a Slate of Officers 
GUIDELINES 

1. Obtain and review files from outgoing Second Vice President.

2. Review nomination form; submit revised form for President’s Yearbook.

3. Each committee representative will encourage chapter members in her District to run for elective office and/or appointed chairmanship.

4. Chairman shall contact all Chapter and District Presidents to encourage their participation in the process of finding qualified members to serve as officers on the Oregon State Council. Every effort shall be made to obtain at least two (2) candidates for State offices, with the exception of President, Vice President and Corresponding Secretary.
5. Committee members shall inform the Chairman of possible officer candidates. Chairman will follow-up with contacts.
6. The deadline for receiving Nomination Forms is February 1st
7. The Chairman shall advise the President of the Slate of Officers.

8. By tradition, the Slate of Officers is announced at Winter Meeting, if the meeting is held after the February 1st deadline. If the Winter Meeting is held prior to February 1st, the slate will be announced in the February Grapevine.

9. The Chairman shall receive and validate any form submitted by a candidate to be nominated from the Convention floor. These forms must be received no later than fourteen (14) days prior to State Convention.
