
ASSOCIATION OF THE ARTS CHAIRMAN

Voting Member of: General Board 
Primary Duty: To promote and encourage Chapter members to enter creative competition at Annual Convention.

This position does not deal with the usual duties set forth in our Bylaws. It does, however, deal with the entire aspect of furthering the ideals of ESA and the statement of purpose in our Oregon Bylaws.  All of the talents of our members add to the whole of what we embody.  The arts promote education and encourage friendship and fellowship through association.  They promote interest and assist in both the personal and collective growth of our members.

While the Arts are not something everyone has talent to produce, it is worth noting, we are all enriched by their presence in our lives. It will be your duty to encourage those who wish to display their talents at the State Convention. 
GUIDELINES

As Association of the Arts Chairman you will:

1. Assure that updated entry form and rules are in the President’s Yearbook.

2. Refer to Association of the Arts Rules for Judging and the Entry Form. 

3. Work with the State President and Convention Chairman to determine when, where, and how the Association of the Arts entries will be checked in, stored, displayed and judged at State Convention.

4. Determine method to be used for member “voting” of entries, collect and tally votes.

5. Notify the Awards Chairman of winners in time for the list to be handed out on Sunday morning of State Convention. 
6. Schedule members to assist in checking in, displaying, preparing, collecting and tabulating votes, and checking out of entries. 

7. Present certificates and “People’s Choice Award” at the time determined by President.

Literature and music are mailed to the State Chairman prior to Convention, postmarked no later than April 1st. The Chairman is to secure four (4) outside judges to judge these two divisions. 

All other divisions are voted on by the members at Convention and those receiving the majority of votes are determined to be the award winner. 

The membership voted in 2000 not to use the IC Association of the Arts rules or contest. The membership also voted that ribbons were no longer necessary and that certificates would be given. The state form has been adapted to reflect those wishes.
