Duties:
1. Encourage individual membership in the Western States Council.

2. Represent Oregon State Council at the Western State Council (WSC) meetings

3. Report activities of the WSC to the Oregon ESA membership.

4. Submit articles to the Western Ways Newsletter, the official newsletter of the WSC, and to the Oregon’s Grapevine.

5. Adhere to Guidelines set forth by the Western States Council Bylaws.
6. Inform the State Corresponding Secretary of the Western States Council Board and State Representatives for the year.
GUIDELINES
1. Take every opportunity to raise awareness of the WSC and encourage individual members, Chapters, and Districts to become members.

2. Be available at Oregon’s Convention and Leadership meetings to collect dues. Keep a record of all dues collected and, following the meetings, submit the dues, along with a list of those paid, to the Western States Council Treasurer.

3. If at all possible, you should plan to attend the annual meeting, which is held in conjunction with the International Council Convention in July, as well as the meeting that is held at the annual Winter Fling.

a. Coordinate with the Oregon State President regarding your role at both of the above meetings. A State report is given at both of these meetings and it may be given by the State President, if she will be in attendance, by you, or as a joint venture.
b. Share information about, and registration forms for, upcoming Oregon State Meetings.

4. Encourage State, District, Chapter, and individual participation in the Western States Council Scholarship programs. The Helping Hands Scholarships are intended for ESA members and their families in the Western States membership area. One is an endowed scholarship through the ESA Foundation and the other is given at the Winter Fling based on monies raised through the Helping Hands Walk.
5. Be the contact person for information on activities of the other State Councils and encourage Oregon members to attend and/or participate. This is a wonderful way to become better acquainted with ESA members from other states and to bring back ideas to Oregon.
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
